Mississippi’s ‘Travel Attraction of the Year’ Wins Design Award

TUNICA, Mississippi (July 13, 2005) ( The Tunica RiverPark, Mississippi’s “Travel Attraction of the Year,” continues to win awards for its museum and park on the Mississippi River at Tunica.
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The RiverPark recently won an Honor Citation Award from the American Institute of Architects (AIA) Gulf States Region. The RiverPark was among 11 out of 135 projects in Alabama, Arkansas, Louisiana, Mississippi and Tennessee that won recognition for excellence in architectural design. A jury of architects cited the RiverPark, designed by Williamson Pounders Architects, PC, of Memphis for its “well integrated landscape” and its “wonderful platform to view the bend of the river.” 

The award is the Tunica RiverPark’s sixth award since the facility opened in March 2004. In addition to the AIA Gulf States Region award, the RiverPark has received awards from AIA Memphis, American Institute of Steel Construction, Tennessee Engineers, American Society of Landscape Architects (Texas) and Mississippi Tourism Association.

According to the AIA, projects as diverse as a university golf center, boathouse, depot restoration, county court building, residential flats and a church complex were chosen to receive honors for design quality.

“The RiverPark continues to surprise and delight visitors with its stunning appearance and unique location right on the Mississippi River,” said Jerlene Rhodes, executive director. “We are honored to be recognized by another prestigious organization for the design and architecture of this beautiful facility.” 

The Tunica RiverPark is a $26 million facility including the Mississippi River Museum, outdoor observation platform, harbor, aquarium and walking trails. Visitors can see the Mighty Mississippi up close, with spectacular views of the river like no other location in the Mississippi Delta. Adjacent to the RiverPark is the Tunica Queen, a 300-passenger riverboat that offers daily excursions along the Mississippi River. 

Located in Tunica’s casino resort area, the Tunica RiverPark Museum is open seven days a week from 9 a.m. to 5 p.m.  The Tunica Queen offers three cruises each day, including a dinner cruise that boards at 6 p.m., and 7:30 p.m. on weekends.  To reach the RiverPark, take Highway 61 to Casino Strip Resort Boulevard, turn onto Fitzgeralds Boulevard, and then onto RiverPark Drive.
